Opening Comments: M. Malloy
The Executive Director (ED) shared her thoughts regarding the most recent Business Meeting. Two points were presented: 1 – The membership needs to review and revise the state plan process, so that Attachment 4.2 goes to the full membership prior to the designated state unit (DSU) and 2 – The membership needs to keep their focus on the federal mandates with a proactive stance on the continual improvement of the public VR system. 
State Plan FY 2011 - Discussion and Motion for Approval by Membership
A motion was made to approve the revised State Plan FY 2011.
It was noted that page 10 of the document reflects the revised MRC recommendations based on input from Council members, with revisions made by the Executive Committee.  While all of the rationales were removed, 5 revised MRC recommendations are now proposed for State Plan FY 2011.
A request was made for wording to be expanded upon for lines 6-7 on page 11 for Recommendation 5.  After discussion, it was confirmed that this language would be updated to reflect the addition of:  ‘to assure a smooth transition if implementation is needed’ at the end of the recommendation.

A motion was unanimously passed to approve the revised State Plan FY 2011 with the amendment.
